- You have any of these severe symptoms : a feeling of smothering
(difficulty in breathing), severe fatigue or a high fever.

- You may develop severer symptoms if infected due to underlying
diseases, and have relatively mild cold-like symptoms, such as a fever

or
coughing, at the moment.

- You donft fall under the above cases, but have relatively mild cold-like

B Buy tickets online as much as possible. Select a seat that can
maintain a distance from other passengers when booking.

B Wash/sanitize your hands after touching items which are
touched by many people.

B Avoid rush hours and physical contact with others.

B When waiting for a bus/train, do not get too close to the
person before you.

Book in advance for smooth traveling!

B Refrain from talking too much.

You can relax mentally and physically
with less people around you )

Traveling by car

B Wash/sanitize your hands before getting in a car not to bring in
the virus.

B Sanitize the door handle, steering wheel, shift knob, etc. before
departure.

B Ventilate the car frequently to breathe fresh air from outside
while driving.
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Having a meal

B Wash and sanitize your hands before and after having a meal.

B At the table, keep wearing a mask except for the time of actual
eating.

B Taking out your meal is also a good idea.
Enjoying the beautiful scenery together with the local food is
one of the pleasures of traveling.

B To share food, use serving spoon/chopsticks and plates for
individuals.

B When you wait in line, do not get too close to the person
before you.

B Keep as much distance as possible from other customers.
Do not take seats facing each other.

B Do not talk a lot when there are other customers.
